Our marae are cherished taonga that 
help us to strengthen and celebrate 
our bonds of kinship. Our takiwā is 
adorned with the mana, kōrero tuku iho 
and kōiwi of our ancestors, each marae 
represents a special and unique part of 
the collective that makes us Raukawa.
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
